2. Conditions of Hire

- Return the trailer in clean condition by the agreed return time.
- Not exceed the trailer’s rated capacity (2000 GVM – 623 TARE = 1377 KG Maximum Payload Capacity).
- Secure the trailer properly when parked or left unattended.
- Ensure they have a vehicle legally capable of towing the trailer.
The customer accepts full responsibility for damage, loss or theft of the trailer or its parts during the hire period.
The bond will be:
- Refunded in full if the trailer is returned clean and undamaged,
- Deducted partially or fully to cover repair, cleaning, late return, or replacement costs.
3. Insurance & Liability

4.  Fees

6. Towing Requirements – Important Information

Important:
